The resolution calls for an amendment to the U.S. Constitution that would require Congress to craft a balanced budget. Rep. Jeff Roorda of Barnhart opposed the idea, saying the House is wasting its time on a meaningless resolution.

“That our only concern now rings of ugly, election year pandering Mr. Speaker and for me I will have no part of it Mr. Speaker. 

I think this is a fool’s errand and I think we have much more important issues before us in the General Assembly.
