House Approves K2 Ban
A popular synthetic marijuana substitute known as K2 could soon be illegal under legislation approved by the Missouri House. Trevor Fox reports from the State Capitol.

The House approved a ban on the chemical components of K2, a substance that mimics the effects of marijuana. Rep. Ward Franz of West Plains sponsors the bill. He says the substance, which is marketed as herbal incense, has grown in popularity among Missouri’s younger population.
Franz actuality

“It was originally created for laboratory research but now it’s being packaged as potpourri with this synthetic marijuana sprayed on it and our students are buying it, our children are buying it. It’s becoming a greater issue in our schools and it’s time that we deal with this before it grows to be a greater problem.”

The K2 ban passes the House by a vote of 142 to 10. It now moves to the Senate for consideration. Reporting from the State Capitol, I’m Trevor Fox.
